Times:
The stadium will be open at 4:45 and field events will be open for warmup when the officials arrive at the venue.  Competition will begin in both running and field events at 5:45 and follow a rolling schedule.
Timing and Scoring:  Pyro Flash timing will be used so times will be accurate and acceptable for regional seeding.  We will score the meet using Hy-Tek.  Rosters will need to be emailed prior to the meet.  It is possible that the scoring will not be finished by meet conclusion, but the results will be uploaded to the KHSAA website by noon the next day.  Team scores will be based on the number of teams participating according to NFHS rules.
Notes on events:  The boys and girls 4x800m relay, 1600m run, and 3200m run will be run together.  Pole vault will not be contested.  With the exception of the high jump, we will use an open venue cafeteria style format for the field events.   

Admission:  There is no charge to teams to participate in the meets.  Non-participants will be charge a $2 admission fee.  
Concessions:  A fully stocked concession stand will be available.

Entry limits:  There are no limits on entries per team, but each individual will be limited to 4 events.

Help Needed:   As always, we will need help from visiting teams with field events, hurdles, and umpiring duties.  If you see something that needs done, please pitch in.  Remember, those who don’t help forfeit their right to complain!
